SPORTSMANSHIP RULE:

1* Violation: Ejection from game, MUST leave premises, and 1 game suspension.

2" Violation: Ejection from game, MUST leave premises, and dismissal from coaching
duties for the remainder of the season.

GENERAL RULES:
1. Be sure each player gets equal playing time.

All participants MUST wear shin guards and be covered with either pants or socks with
no bare plastic exposed.

Shoes may be tennis shoes or cleats but cleats are not allowed on the sides of the soles or
the toes.

Stocking caps, gloves, and sweats are allowed under the uniform.

No jewelry is allowed on the field.

Only soft hair accessories may be worn.

All age divisions will utilize corner kicks, throw-ins, goal kicks, penalty kicks, in-direct
free kicks and direct free kicks.

Open substitution allowed during all dead ball situations, i.e. corner kicks, throw-ins and
goal kicks. No substitutions made on penalty kicks.

Atall ages, no player may play the ball while they are lying on the ground. Also, if
goalie is touching the ball with at least one hand then no play is allowed on the ball.

Off sides will be called at the 1" — 8" grade divisions.
